US-DOE Teacher-to-Teacher Initiative
Beginning May 1, 2010, the policy for conversion of the Teacher-to-Teacher CEUs to SB-CEUs has changed  .  CEUs obtained through the US-DOE Teacher-to-Teacher Initiative (http://www.paec.org/teacher2teacher/ ) are eligible for conversion to SB-CEUs through an application process initiated by an approved SB-CEU Sponsor.

If Michigan educators are interested in acquiring SB-CEUs for their work, they should secure an E-Learning certificate of completion for each session they complete on which the number of hours are indicated. Each of the completion certificates should be submitted to their local SB-CEU Coordinator.  The number of SB-CEUs requested will be same exact number as the offering hours awarded, provided the number awarded meets the minimum and maximum SB-CEUs allowed for SB-CEU program approval as provided in the criteria and guidelines. 

The SB-CEUs sponsor then submits an application for approval for the conversion from Teacher-to-Teacher CEUs to SB-CEUs.  The number of SB-CEUs converted shall not be less than the minimum (0.3 SB-CEUs) or the maximum (9.0) allowed for program approval as established by the SB-CEU criteria/guidelines.

After approval is granted, the SB-CEU sponsor uploads the individual’s information into the Secure Central Registry (SCR), which will generate the online evaluation procedure.  When the individual completes the online evaluation, the SCR will award the SB-CEUs to the individual’s account.
