Evaluation of Your Sexuality Education Program
1. How often must an evaluation occur?  

· At least once every two years.
· Effective date of the legislation was June 2004.
· First evaluation should be completed by June 2006.
2. What kind of evaluation must be implemented?

· Must assess student knowledge and skills.

· Many districts choose to do a pre- and post-test.

· Without a pre-test, or some other kind of comparative data, the district cannot show change in student knowledge and skills.

3. Must all students receive the assessment?

· There is no legislative requirement that all students must receive the assessment.

· It may be best to sample classrooms and focus on those units that are more than a few lessons in length.

4. What are some of the options for developing student assessments?

· The district can develop its own assessments, based on the curriculum in use.

· The district can send the sex education supervisor and teachers to training on using the SCASS-HEAP searchable database.

· Districts can work with their ISD health coordinator on development of assessments.

5. What is required in the way of reporting?

· The results of the evaluation must be submitted to the local school board and made available to parents in the district.
· It is not necessary to report individual student scores.  The overall program is being evaluated rather than teachers or students.  
6. If the district is not to report individual student scores, what results can it report?
· One option:  compare pre-test and post-test scores for each student; calculate the amount of change for each student; aggregate the data to report the amount of change for each class as a whole, for all the students in the program, or for subgroups of students.
7. What content needs to be addressed on the test?

· The district decides the extent and depth of the content to be included in the test.  It is not required that you cover every component of the program in depth.  It is required that you document changes in student knowledge and skills that are likely to have an impact on reducing youth sex, pregnancy and HIV/STDs.  You may want to use performance tasks to assess skills.
8. Who needs to approve the test items?

· This may differ from district to district.  It is recommended that the instruments be approved at the district level so that there can be uniformity across the district and continuity across grade levels in the evaluation of student knowledge and skills.  

· Because the items should not include any material not already covered in the approved curriculum, public hearings or local school board approval are not required.

9. How many items should be used to create this test?
· The district decides the number and types of items to be used to create this assessment. 
· After determining the knowledge and skill objectives that should be assessed, several items should be chosen to assess the student's mastery of each objective.  Practically, the assessment should not exceed one class period, and may require less time than that.
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
