This document is designed to assist schools using Healthy Sexuality 3rd Edition to meet the legal requirements for sex education curriculum as stated in section 380.1507b of Michigan Compiled Laws. The following chart outlines the curriculum requirements, topics addressed and not addressed in this curriculum, including the lessons addressing each law.
