Applications to establish as a Shared Educational
Entity (SEE) or a Specialized Shared Educational
Entity (S2E2) for the 2011-2012 school year must
be completed and submitted by September 1,
2011. This is an annual process, so even if you
participated in the “sending scores back” policy
during the 2010-2011 school year, you must still
complete a 2011-2012 application.
