The Alignment Tool is provided as a tool for alignment of the written curriculum with the Michigan Merit Curriculum’s Visual, Performing, and Applied Arts Credit Guidelines. The goal of the visual, performing, and applied arts graduation requirement is to ensure that all students have a foundation and experience in the complete artistic/creative process, and that they achieve competence in this process by the time they graduate from high school.

Students must satisfactorily demonstrate competence in all credit guidelines through one or more courses to meet the one credit graduation requirement in the visual, performing, and applied arts.
The guidelines are organized into three strands: Create, Perform, and Respond. Students should experience various iterative and dynamic paths through the complete artistic/creative process and be able to describe and analyze the steps and their various relationships.

The artistic/creative process is non-linear and iterative, characterized by cycles of exploration as illustrated below.
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STRAND I: CREATE (C)
