2) Describe how the school/business/community partnerships associated with this program or initiative contributes to its success.

3) Describe how this program or initiative supports the attainment of the rigorous academic competencies required for post high school success.

4) Describe how this program or initiative utilizes secondary/postsecondary links/partnerships to prepare students for successful transition into postsecondary education or training.  

5) Describe the opportunities for students to develop school/community leadership skills within this program or initiative.

Your response should not exceed five pages, with single-spaced, 12 point font, and must be accompanied by the attached cover page.  All data tables, graphs, illustrations, etc. must be included within this page limit.      
An MDE/OCTE committee will review all applications submitted and select one CTE program and one Career and College Readiness initiative that best demonstrates exemplary practices.  Applications must be postmarked by Thursday, November 1, 2012.
