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A.1 Q: What are expectations for IRB approval?

A: The Michigan Department of Education expects that proposed
evaluation designs, including all data collection strategies and
information, will adhere to the ethical principles and foundations
detailed in The Belmont Report. It is the applicant’s responsibility to
obtain any IRB approvals.

Q: Should the evaluation look at individual schools or a
sample?

A: Applicants should propose an evaluation design capable of
answering the evaluation questions. Whether or not to include all
schools or utilize sampling techniques is dependent on the design, in
that whether or not to collect data from all schools or from a sample of
school depends on the evaluation question and overall scope of the
design.

A.4 Q: How many coaches do you anticipate will be needed during
the first year of implementation of the Title | Accountability
Grant.

A: The Title I Accountability Grant is being added as a new component
of the Statewide System of Support, beginning in the 2009-2010
school year. This new component is targeted at Phase I and Il
schools. Based on current data, it is anticipated that approximately 33
math coaches and 20 ELA coaches will be needed.
