Application Scoring Criteria

Schools selected to participate in the 2009-2010 FFVP grant will be selected based on the following criteria.

	Program Implementation Plan  (35 points maximum)


	The following, while not all inclusive, will be used in scoring the areas indicated in the Program Implementation Plan section:

· Is there clear oversight of program by key individuals?
· Is there coordination of school staff for a smooth operation of program? 

· Will snacks be offered daily?

· What time of day will snacks be distributed?

· Is distribution point appropriate for age/grade?

· Is method of distribution reliable to reach all students?

· Is nutrition education planned and age appropriate?

· Are there any nutrition education activities linked between classroom, home/family?

· Does snack reinforce any healthy initiatives occurring in the school?

· Are proposal ideas presented innovative and feasible?



	Description of Partnership Activities Undertaken or Planned  (5 points maximum)



	While optional, each school is encouraged to develop partnerships with one or more entities that will provide non-federal resources, including entities representing the fruit and vegetable industry.

	Has the School Been a Previous Recipient of the USDA FFVP Grant (including the FFVP pilot grant)   (10 points maximum)


	Points will be awarded, based on previous FFVP grant history and past performance.

	% Free & Reduced Price Meal Eligibility in School  (50 points maximum)


	Points will be awarded, based on highest percentage of number of students eligible for free/reduced price meals.
