At-Risk Afterschool Snacks/Suppers Eligibility Criteria 

Thank you for your interest in the Child and Adult Care Food Program’s (CACFP) At-Risk Afterschool Snacks/Suppers.  This program is for the care and supervision of children after the school day is over, including weekends and holidays during the regular school year.  The CACFP At-Risk Afterschool Snacks/Suppers provides a cash reimbursement for snacks and suppers served to children while in an after school program.  Reimbursement is for school age children who are 18 years of age or under at the beginning of the school year.

To be eligible for the At-Risk Afterschool Snacks/Suppers, the organization must:

(1)  be a public or private nonprofit organization; or

(2)  be a private or for-profit organization with at least twenty five per cent of the    

      enrolled children are Title XX beneficiaries and the organization is located in an   

      “eligible area”.

Sites must:

(1)  be located in an area where the closest public school has at least 50% of its   

      enrollment eligible for free and reduced-price meals;
(2)  be licensed or exempted from licensing by the Department of Human Services;
(3)  meet all state or local health and safety standards, if exempted from 

      licensing;  

(4)  stay within parameters set by licensing regarding age and capacity, if licensed;
(5)  provide educational or enrichment activities in an organized, structured, and 

      supervised environment; and
(6)  be non-residential except for emergency shelters serving homeless children, and 
 
residential childcare institutions including juvenile detention centers.
