COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE
Presentation on Recent Results on Michigan Merit Exam 
The results for the Michigan Merit Exam, which includes the college entrance exam—named the ACT Plus Writing, were released on July 14.  Staff from the Office of Educational Assessment and Accountability presented a brief summary of the results for high school juniors tested this past spring.

Presentation on Accommodations for the Assessment of Students with Disabilities and English Language Learners 
The revised Assessment Accommodations Summary Table provides a clear, concise, and useful tool for those responsible for the assessment of students with disabilities and English language learners.  The Assessment Accommodation Summary Table is used by educators as a reference to determine if an assessment accommodation that has been determined appropriate for the student, is a standard or nonstandard accommodation for Michigan’s Educational Assessment System.  It is important to know whether an assessment accommodation is standard or nonstandard since it can have an impact on whether a school or district meets the No Child Left Behind Adequate Yearly Progress.  The Board will be asked to approve this item at its September meeting.

Presentation on the Assessment Integrity Guide 
Department of Education staff provided the Board with the modifications that are proposed to maintain the integrity of the assessment process.  This document is a replacement to guidelines regarding professional and ethical conduct in assessment administration and reporting practices.  The Board will be asked to approve this item at its September meeting.
Presentation on Teacher Preparation Institution Performance Scores for Academic Year 2007-2008 
The information contained in this report is provided in order to comply with the Higher Education Act.  It provides performance scores of Michigan teacher preparation institutions for 2007-2008.  In June 2006, the State Board of Education approved criteria for teacher preparation institution performance scores.  The Office of Professional Preparation Services staff gathered the necessary data and applied the criteria producing this report.  These results will also be reported to the U. S. Department of Education to comply with the Higher Education Act, and will be posted on the MDE website.  The Board received the report as part of its consent agenda.
Presentation on the Policy for Teacher Preparation Institution Corrective Action, Self-Improvement, and Plan of Improvement 
This policy identifies consequences for institutions whose performance continues to show “At-Risk” or “Low-Performing” status.  The consequences are designed to encourage institutions to focus on candidate achievement, to limit eligibility for some opportunities normally available to teacher preparation institutions, and to offer enrolled candidates some protections from consequences to the institution.  The MDE has reported to the State Board for two years on the performance of Michigan teacher preparation programs.  The Higher Education Act requires the state to provide technical assistance to low performing institutions.  The policy presented includes self-assessment tools as well as identifies consequences of low performance.  The Board will be asked to approve this item at its September meeting.

Presentation/Update on Michigan School Accreditation System (MI-SAS)
Department staff presented an update on the Michigan School Accreditation System (MI-SAS) that was approved by the State Board of Education at its June 9, 2009, meeting.  
MDE staff met with the chairs of the Education Policy Committees in the House and Senate, and presented the MI-SAS to the full House Education Committee.  In summary, the inclusion of the AYP status as a factor in the MI-SAS could result in the House Education Committee not adopting the MI-SAS system, leaving the EdYES system as the approved accreditation system.
There was consensus that no changes would be made in MI-SAS.  The members of the Board suggested that meetings be held with representatives of the Board, Department, and the House and Senate, to discuss the importance of keeping AYP as part of the accreditation process.
Presentation on Michigan Nutrition Standards 
Department staff presented the proposed Michigan Nutrition Standards which will be pilot testing in 50 schools starting in September.  These standards establish campus-wide standards for all food and beverages sold on school grounds.  Following the pilot test in 50 schools, the schools will be surveyed for feedback. These Standards are divided into two sections:  (1) the School Nutrition Association’s National Nutrition Standards Recommendations which apply to foods and beverages served as part of the USDA Child Nutrition Programs at schools; and (2) a compilation of various national standards that apply to foods and beverages served outside USDA Child Nutrition Programs.  The Standards will also be available to the public for review and input, with a final draft to the Board for approval in September 2010.

Discussion Regarding Procedure for Public Input on Key Initiatives
At the June 9, 2009, State Board meeting, there was a request that Department staff develop a procedure for public input on key initiatives for the Board and Department.  Staff presented the proposed procedure that outlines the process that will be followed as the Board and Department deliberate key initiatives.  The process may be modified when extenuating circumstances exist.
Presentation/Discussion on American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) of 2009

The MDE continues to receive guidance regarding the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act.  MDE staff provided an update on what we know and don’t know and new information since the June Board meeting.
