Questions and Answers

Who:
1. What students should take the test?
· Students who will have completed the program; and  

· Students who have completed more than half of the program and are leaving 
2. If I have a student that’s a completer in our BMA and Finance program should they be tested for both programs?

· Yes, if the student will complete both programs by the end of the semester or trimester.

3. Should I test a student that scored below 2.0 for a course within the program?
· If the student will complete more that half of the program with course grades of 2.0 or better and is leaving the program, then, yes you should test the student (please see #1 above).

4. What is a PEA list?
· The Students Potentially Eligible for Assessment (PEA) is a report available in CTEIS that identifies students who potentially may be ready for testing.  Teachers and/or administrators need to review the list to determine who should be tested based upon the guidance provided in the answer to question #1 above.  Your CTEIS data entry staff person can assist you in generating the report.  
5. What is the Unique Identifier Code (UIC)?
· It is a ten digit number given to each student in the state of Michigan so that all of the educational information about that student can be aligned.  It is used in technical skill testing to match assessment data to other CTE data in CTEIS.

6. Will local units receive the Unique Identifier Code (UIC) list of their students? 
· The school district has the UIC codes for the students in their district. Please contact your CTEIS data entry staff person for more information.
· After ordering the NOCTI test, in most cases the site administrator can view the UIC codes in the NOCTI test site.

7. Is there a window of time for the test to be administered?
· Assessment dates are determined locally by the districts and schools.

8. How soon will test results be received? 
· Individual test scores are available immediately after testing via email to the site coordinator.  School districts can choose to allow students to see their scores upon completion of testing.  This option is selected on the order form at the time the order is placed.  

· Group (class) score reports are available at the Client Services Center approximately 10 business days after the site coordinator releases the online tests to NOCTI.  Score reports are grouped by test date.  Site coordinators have the ability to create specific score report groups prior to releasing the tests.  Detailed information on grouping is provided at the Client Services Center.

9. Do we need to do anything to computers to setup for the test?

10. Is test data downloadable?  If so, in what format?
· Yes, you can export the data to a PDF file or to an Excel file.
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
