1. NOCTI Site Code provision

a. OCTE provided UIC and student names to NOCTI so that districts will be able to select students from a list and not have to enter UICs

b. There was discussion abut how to let districts know when the lists have been loaded into the NOCTI system

i. Suggestions included sending the list of NOCTI site codes and building names to CEPD administrator and have them verify

ii. An alert could also be put on the NOCTI website and asks the site coordinators to verify

2. Assessment Update

a. Automotive

i. Department of State (DOS) is having technical difficulties implementing at DOS testing centers

ii. Thus, DOS is not comfortable trying to pilot test in CTE buildings this spring

b. Aviation

i. David contacted FAA

1. The test questions in the ASA Prepware are used in a “certification process” not as using written items as an assessment

ii. Three options presented to aviation subgroup

1. Abandon implementing an assessment to aviation program due to the small size of the program

2. Modify the items by adding a 4th distractor

3. Use assessment as generated by ASA Prepware School with reliability issues

a. Four out of six wanted to use FAA released items to develop the assessment, revise the items, and find a way to deliver the test.

iii. The questions in FAA test bank are well beyond what are being taught in class

1. Curriculum or standards are not being taught by all programs

2. Students are not being taught to depth/ breadth required to pass the assessment

iv. Aviation is up for review and revision next year

1. We probably will not be able to pilot test this spring

v. Currently ASA Prepware School does not have the capability to upload revised items. Therefore it would necessary to find an online delivery system. One option might be the Data Systems such as “Data Director” in use by ISDs.

1. OCTE can collaborate with ISD

a. Linda will follow up on this

vi. The Data Initiative grants involve interfacing with student information systems. There are costs involved related to vendors, time to set up interface.

vii. The next steps:

1. David needs to develop timeline, resources (Western Aviation, Kalamazoo advisory group members) needed and provide the advisory group what OCTE is looking for

2. We prefer to go beyond secondary teachers to develop the test-building, such as postsecondary and industry

3. Jill will send email to CEPD administrators to ask for assessment delivery options

c. Agriculture, Food, and Natural Resource

i. We first have to reconnect with Randy Showerman

ii. We piloted test Dr. Jennifer Rivera’s existing assessment in Spring 2010

1. There were some issues and concerns

iii. Some members of the Agriculture advisory group did content review on the assessment and many issues were found about the test

1. David created an instrument for content reviewers

iv. There are issues with pilot testing the revised items

v. One issue identified was that some secondary students might not be able to answer some higher-level questions 

vi. Options to address assessment that include advanced items are to report the students’ test scores in a different manner ( so they cannot make assumptions about percent correct and pass rate)

d. Education

i. Norma Tims is confident that there will be assessment implemented next year

ii. The advisory group’s opinions are divided for two vendors

3. Implemented Assessments: What are you looking for concerning reports? & Communication about Assessment and Assessment Processes

a. Target/ audience: teacher, coordinator, administrator, proctor

b. Purpose: To provide technical assistance or support

c. Jacqueline will email Assessment & Accountability Advisory group members to fill out a survey that asking for their needs

d. OCTE might set up a focus group for pinpointing issues and needs

e. The survey will be shared with CEPD administrators

i. Members who fill out the survey can share their names if desired and they have the option to remain anonymous
