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After serving as a classroom teacher in public schools for 16 years, I returned to Active Duty in the Army and served as an officer on active duty until I retired in 1996 as a Colonel. I returned to public education and served for an additional 10 years as an administrator (Vice Principal, Dean of Studies, Principal, Assistant Superintendent for Curriculum and Instruction) in five different districts.

As a building level administrator, I facilitated school accreditation reviews in three 
different buildings.  During my principalships at two different high schools, I led the 
planning for and the implementation of major school restructuring initiatives (a transition 
to the block schedule in one and the development of small learning communities in the 
other.)  

After retiring from public education, I have worked as an educational consultant conducting school quality reviews, providing leadership coaching and facilitating schoolwide planning and the implementation of school improvement initiatives for a number of schools in six different states.  
In the past three years I have facilitated the successful transition from Targeted Title 1 Assistance to Schoolwide Title 1 programs for 12 Michigan schools.
