· School refers to the Michigan Department of Education (MDE) website for the list of Schoolwide Planning Facilitators

· District selects and contracts with a Facilitator from the list who:

· Agrees to conduct schoolwide planning meetings with the school staff a minimum of 5 times during the planning year

· Agrees to facilitate development of an approvable comprehensive schoolwide plan that meets the legislative requirements of Section 1114 of the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 (NCLB) including regulations 200.25-200.29, the State of Michigan’s Public Act 25 and Local Educational Agency (LEA) requirements

· Agrees to review the final School Improvement Plan using the rubric from the U.S. Department of Education guidance to determine whether the Plan meets Section 1114 and regulations 200.25-200.29

· The District, if approved for a Title I Schoolwide Planning Grant, may draw down one half of the amount by January 15, 2010 and the balance after the submission of the May 15, 2010 letter.

· The District makes the final decision on whether the School will become a Schoolwide Program.  The District then sends a letter (Attachment A) to MDE, by May 15, 2010 of the planning year, with a copy of the Schoolwide Plan.

· District verifies that they have approved the plan for the school’s operation for the next school year

· District verifies that the school will operate as a Schoolwide Program in the
next school year

If the school decides not to become a Schoolwide Program, the District letter must be sent to MDE stating this fact.  The balance of the Planning Grant will be requested after this letter is sent to MDE.
