Step 2 – Assessment Evidence
Learning Activities and Resources
Activities: Talk with preschoolers about vocabulary words in the book Do Unto Otters, such as cooperate or appreciate.  Preview the book before reading aloud to see what words might be new or unfamiliar and explain the words as you read them using words preschoolers already know.  You might explain cooperate as “when we work together.”  After reading the story, return to the new words.  Choose a few of the words to talk about with the children.  Have the children say the words aloud.  Continue practicing the new words.
