2008 District Application to Request Reallocation of Functional 

Independence Suppressed Scores

(Grades 3-8 and 11)

Background:
Statewide more than 1% of students were administered the MI-Access Functional Independence, 
Supported Independence, and Participation assessments and earned scores that Attained or Surpassed 
the performance standard at each of the grades assessed. As a result, a number of proficient Functional Independence Mathematics and/or English Language Arts assessment scores were suppressed 
(counted as not proficient) when the preliminary AYP calculations were determined. 
The MDE used a three-step process to calculate which proficient MI-Access scores would initially count under the 1% cap. The rationale for this three-step process is to ensure that as many proficient scores as possible are counted for students for whom the MI-Access assessments were designed, without exceeding the 1% cap at the state level. 

Step 1: The MI-Access Participation and Supported Independence proficient scores were counted. 
If the district did not exceed the 1% cap the proficient Functional Independence score were reviewed. 

Step 2: The fall 2007 SRSD submission information for grades 3-8 and the spring 2008 SRSD submission information were used by the MDE to suppress proficient Functional Independence scores of students in the following special education categories 

· Specific Learning Disability (SLD or LD)
· Speech and Language Impairment (SLI)
· Emotional Impairment (EI)
· Physical Impairment (PI)
· Otherwise Health Impaired (OHI)

Step 3: Of the remaining Functional Independence scores, the MDE started with the lowest proficient score and “counted up” until all the eligible Functional Independence proficient scores were used or the 1% cap was reached.
After the three-step process has been applied, the MDE will allow flexibility in cases where there is an impact on the school or district making AYP. For example, districts may request reallocation of the students' proficient scores that were suppressed by the three-step process for buildings within the district. 

A local or intermediate school district or PSA will need to use this form to request students' Functional Independence scores that were calculated as “not proficient” to be reallocated to “proficient,” if the students' overall performance was surpassed or attained on the 2007-2008 MI-Access Functional Independence assessment, when the preliminary Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) calculations were determined. Directions for completing this form are on page 2.

The deadline for submitting this form is July 18, 2008, which is the same due date for submitting appeals for the High School Report Cards.  NO APPLICATIONS WILL BE ACCEPTED AFTER THE DUE DATE.

In order to determine if individual students who participated in the Functional Independence (FI) assessment, whose scores were suppressed during Step 1 of the process described on page 1, should have his/her score(s) counted as proficient, a local district or intermediate school district or PSA may use this form to submit documentation for each individual student to make a case where reallocation of a score is sought. INDIVIDUAL SCHOOLS SHOULD NOT SUBMIT THIS APPLICATION. INDIVIDUAL SCHOOL SUBMISSIONS WILL NOT BE REVIEWED.
Evidence provided for each student will be examined to determine if the student's score will count as proficient or remain suppressed for AYP purposes. No more than the equivalent of three pages of evidence should be submitted for any one student. 

The Present Level of Academic and Functional Performance (PLAFP) from the IEP of each student for whom this application is being submitted is the only piece of required documentation. However, the PLAFP alone may not be sufficient to make the case for a student. If the district feels that the PLAFP does not clearly document that the student's academic and/or functional performance is appropriate for the population the FI assessments were designed to measure, the district can submit additional evidence. Examples of additional evidence that may be submitted for review include:

· Transition plans

· Standardized assessment scores

· Adaptive behavior profiles

· Individual or district-wide assessment scores
No judgments will be made about the appropriateness of the IEP Team's decision to have the student administered the MI-Access Functional Independence assessments. All students who were administered the Functional Independence assessments will be counted as participants when calculating the NCLB participation rates for the building and district. The evidence will be examined to determine if a case has been made for having the student's score counted as proficient. If such a case is not adequately made, the student's score will not be counted as proficient. Please remember that no more than the equivalent of three pages of evidence should be submitted for any one student.

Please be sure to indicate in the box at the top of page 1 the number of students that you are submitting evidence for. This will ensure that all of the reallocation requests being submitted are received for review.
