Michigan Department of Education (MDE) Supplemental Educational Services (SES) Providers,

The MDE SES online provider application website will be open for recertification of your organization’s last approved application from June 1, 2012, through June 29, 2012, and will close precisely at 5:00 p.m. Eastern Daylight Saving Time.   All current MDE-approved SES providers MUST recertify to remain on the MDE- approved provider list. The MDE SES provider application may be accessed using the link:  www.mde-ses.com . Recertification requires use of the Username and Password for that application.   MDE does not have access to Passwords for the applications.  If the Username is known you may use the Forgot Password?  function to request a new password. The website will NOT be open until June 1st!

By electronically submitting the SES provider application, the approved SES provider certifies that it has read each of the statements contained in the 2012-13 SES Assurances and SES Code of Ethics, and agrees to be held accountable for the content of each of the statements, and understands that the MDE may invoke disciplinary action at any time, up to and including removal from the Approved List based upon evidence that it has violated any of the Assurances or Code of Ethics.

NOTE: All MDE approved SES Providers must re-certify their last approved online applications in June 2012, and make any changes already approved in writing by MDE for the 2012-13 school year, even if the already approved SES provider has submitted a new application for “substantial changes” that remains under review and is pending approval or denial. (This is because the approval status of new applications with “substantial changes” may not be known until July 1 or later, after closure of the recertification window.)   Do NOT make changes that have not already been approved in writing by MDE!  

Changes to the approved SES provider application, which must be included in the recertification process, include:

1) contact person(s) 

2) address

3) email address

4) telephone number

5) fax number

6) website address

7) other changes requested in writing in February 2012, and approved in writing by MDE
· Changes made to the application during this recertification process, other than those in 1-7 above, will result in corrective action up to and including removal from the Approved List. 
· Do NOT make any other changes to the application!

NOTE for providers pending approval of new applications submitted for “substantial change(s)” requests:  If the new application with “substantial changes” is approved, the new application will replace the old application. 
· If the new application is not approved, the SES Provider must continue to operate under the terms of the currently approved program and application, and may continue to serve students as approved for the 2011-12 school year.

Finally, MDE urges providers seeking to recertify to complete the recertification process as early as possible during the window of June 1 through June 29, 2012 (closes at 5:00 p.m. Eastern Daylight Saving Time).   If significant numbers of providers wait until the final hours of June 29th for submission of the application, the application server may slow down making some SES providers unable to recertify their applications.  Failure to recertify the application by June 29th at 5:00 p.m. will result in removal of the provider from the Approved List.   Providers removed from the list will be unable to provide SES services for students in the 2012-13 school year.
