SUBJECT: Adoption of the Standards, Benchmarks, and Grade Level Content
Expectations for Visual Arts, Music, Dance, and Theater

The Michigan Department of Education, with the assistance of content experts
across the state, has revised the Standards, Benchmarks, and Grade Level Content
Expectations (GLCE) for Visual Arts, Music, Dance, and Theater and is prepared to
recommend the standards for adoption to the State Board of Education. The draft
Standards, Benchmarks, and GLCE for Visual Arts, Music, Dance, and Theater were
presented to the State Board of Education and made available for public comment
in February 2011 via the Public Survey of Michigan Draft Standards, Benchmarks,
and GLCE for Arts Education. The Survey provided an opportunity for educators and
the public to review what Michigan students are expected to know and do in the
arts, and to consider how these expectations align to both 21°* Century college and
career preparation and to the 2006 Michigan Merit Curriculum Guidelines for the
Visual, Performing, and Applied Arts. Feedback received through public comment
was used to prepare the final draft of the Standards, Benchmarks, and GLCE for
Visual Arts, Music, Dance, and Theater.

It is recommended that the State Board of Education adopt the Standards,
Benchmarks, and GLCE for Visual Arts, Music, Dance, and Theater as attached to
the Superintendent’s memorandum dated May 23, 2011.
