LEA Objectives
The LEA Goals screen must be completed before the LEA Objectives screen can be completed.  The LEA Plan outline screen will automatically be filled in as you complete the LEA Objectives and the LEA Strategies screen.
An objective is linked to the goal and:
· Identifies the knowledge, skills, outcomes and/or results for students that are measurable, observable and quantifiable;
· States who will be able to do what, by when, as measured by what, is also referred to as a SMART Goal (Strategic/Specific, Measurable, Attainable, Results-based and Time-bound), and
· Focuses on student academic achievement
Example of an objective statement:  By June 2009, the number of students in the male subgroup demonstrating writing proficiency will increase by 10% as assessed on the district anchor papers.

Example of an objective title:  Writing:  Male Proficiency
INSTRUCTIONS FOR COMPLETING THE OBJECTIVES SCREEN
1.
Select the LEA goal title which this objective will address by using the pull down menu.  The goal titles in the pull down menu were entered on the LEA Goal screen.
2.
Include in the objective statement the specific content area being addressed, the specific goal/subgroup of students being addressed/impacted, what they will be able to do, by when, as measured by what.
3.
Enter a short title for each LEA objective that is specific to the objective and that addresses student academic achievement (this will become part of your final outline).  Do not use the exact same title as that selected for the related goal.
4.
Click Save.
5.
Click Add.  Do not click NEXT.  Next takes you to Strategies and you should enter all your objectives before proceeding to the strategy screen.
6.
After clicking Add enter the next objective; include all the required information in #2 and then click Save.
Note:  The objective titles on this screen will be available on the LEA Strategies screen as a pull down menu.
