» At the high school level, students are taking three types
of assessments:

» College entrance examination (ACT)
» WorkKeys
» M-STEP

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Legislation Requires...

» An assessment that measures the state standards (as
adopted by the State Board of Education)

» Acollege entrance examination

» A work skills assessment

)
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A test to measure our state
standards

» ACT does not measure Michigan’s state standards

» ACT is built to measure ACT’s College Readiness Standards.
» These are different than Michigan’s standards.

» There is insufficient alignment between our standards and
ACT’s standards for the ACT itself to meet our legislative
requirements.

» Therefore, to assess OUR STANDARDS, we have to use
additional assessments
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Steps to Reduce Testing Time

» Performance tasks are optional for the high school for
2015.

» In future years...

» The MDE plans to collaborate with the College Board (SAT)
to review alignment to Michigan standards and investigate
if the SAT can be used for a greater portion of our 11th
grade assessment in 2015-16.

» This could lead to reduced testing time in 11th grade.
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
