SUBJECT:
Report on Modifications to the Previously Approved Calhoun Intermediate School District Plan for the Delivery of Special Education Programs and Services

Pursuant to Section 380.1711 of the School Code of 1976, each intermediate school district must develop, establish, continually evaluate, and modify its Plan for the Delivery of Special Education Programs and Services (Plan).  Approval indicates 
that intermediate school districts’ and local constituent districts’ special education programs and services described in the Plan meet standards which are consistent 
with federal and state requirements.  Approval also allows intermediate school 
districts to receive reimbursement pursuant to the State School Aid Act.

Staff has reviewed, and I have granted approval of the Calhoun Intermediate 
School District (ISD) Plan modifications.  See Attachment A for a summary of the 
Calhoun ISD Plan modifications.

I.
Parent Advisory Committee 

The Parent Advisory Committee (PAC) membership has developed bylaws that outline all the functions and details of the committee and its functions. This includes the description of the process for objections to the Calhoun Intermediate School District (ISD) Plan. 

Reason for Change:  These changes were made to accommodate the changing structure of the PAC membership and align with the required criteria set by the Michigan Department of Education in the ISD Plan Criteria document.

II.
Starr Emotionally Impaired Classroom
The adjustment to this program allows a teacher who is assigned to this classroom to possess any special education endorsement/approval.

Reason for Change:  Since this adjudicated youth center operates an emotionally impaired program, but serves students with a variety of eligibilities, it is critical that there are teachers with different types of endorsements. The December 1, 2008, count indicates that Starr had 47 students with individualized education programs. Of the 47, their eligibilities are:
