SUBJECT: Approval of Criteria for Title I Accountability Grant

The Michigan Department of Education is responsible for implementing a statewide
system of support and technical assistance to Title I schools with the greatest need to
improve student achievement. Current components of this system are supported by
Title I Regional Assistance Grants to intermediate school districts serving Title I high
priority schools and a Title I Technical Assistance Grant to an educational organization.

The Department is proposing that another portion of the statewide system of support
and technical assistance be supported by a Title I Accountability Grant to an
intermediate school district or regional educational service agency, or a consortium
thereof, or an organization representing ISDs/ESAs. This grant would be used to
expand and further enhance the current services and technical assistance to Michigan'’s
Title I schools identified for improvement, corrective action, or restructuring.

It is recommended that the State Board of Education approve the criteria for a Title 1
Accountability grant to an intermediate school district or regional educational service

agency, or a consortium thereof, or an organization representing ISD/ESAs as
described in the Superintendent’'s memorandum dated February 25, 2008.
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Criteria for Title I Accountability Grant

The State Board of Education has adopted as its Strategic Goal “Attain substantial and
meaningful improvement in academic achievement for all students/children with primary
emphasis on high priority schools and students.”

To the extent possible, all grant criteria and grant awards will serve to further attain the
above goal.

Eligible applicants would be an intermediate school district, regional educational
service agency (or a consortium thereof), or an organization representing
ISDs/ESAs.
The target population to be served by the grant are all Title I schools failing to make
adequate yearly progress for two or more consecutive years, based on achievement
data.

TJOTAL FUNDS AVAILABLE

The amount currently available is $4,248,831. Funds will be awarded to a single recipient
through a competitive application process based on the criteria above.
