The meeting was called to order at 10:10 a.m. and Board members introduced themselves.

The March 5 meeting minutes will be amended as follows: 

A change will be made to reflect that Cecilia Ann Marlow is from Cromaine District Library not Plymouth District Library, Pat Thomas from Plymouth District Library will be added to the members present, and Carol Taggart’s name will be removed.

A motion was made by CHRISTINE BYRON to approve the March 5, 2010 meeting minutes as amended. The motion was approved. 

Karren presented the budget report. An invoice for the Idea Exchange travel has been submitted but the funds have not been received yet. Idea Exchange travel came in under budget. 

Ray Arnett presented the Idea Exchange Report. Breakout sessions were held on the topics of fundraising and sustainability, programming, and publicity and communication. He noted that many state Centers for the Book are dealing with financial issues and are looking for various ways to raise funds. There is a lot of reorganization. 

Ray mentioned that the New Hampshire CFB features a book of the week on their blog which is sent to the author and publisher, which is a good way to get publicity. Karren will look into this.

One suggestion from the conference was to identify a nationwide project and ask the Library of Congress to apply to Foundations for funding, or have the Centers apply as a group.

Another idea Ray brought back from the Idea Exchange was a progressive poetry promenade.

Pam Christensen presented the Membership Committee Report. The Board discussed the two versions of a flyer listing the benefits of MCFB membership. Cory was commended for the nice job she did on writing up the suggestions. The Board chose the document that starts with “Because it’s an investment in literacy,….” and offered further suggestions. Karren will work with Cory on editing the flyer. Karren will also edit the grant application so Letters about Literature and MCFB grant recipients would need to post information about their grant funded activities on Michlib-l. 

Suggestions of where to distribute the benefits of membership flyer included attaching it to a grant application; posting it on the MCFB site; handing it out at the MLA Annual Conference; targeting Board members, friends of libraries groups and parent advisory councils; providing it to MAME for distribution; including the flyer in New Director training and Summer Reading Program information; and asking the Michigan Humanities Council to distribute it.

Karren will create an MCFB packet to hand out at MLA and at the New Director’s workshop, and it will include a copy of the revised grant application.

Discussion was held on creating levels of funding for school libraries, arts/humanities councils and other non-profit organizations. 

DIANE MCKEE MADE A MOTION TO ADD A FOURTH MEMBERSHIP LEVEL. THE MEMBERSHIP FEE FOR LIBRARIES WITH BUDGETS UNDER $500,000 WOULD BE $125.00. THE MOTION CARRIED.

The grant funds have all been disbursed and Karren has received reports from all the grant recipients. Karren highlighted two of the grant projects, one from Crawford (multiple CCC events) and one from Ironwood Carnegie (outreach in areas without libraries).

Karren provided an update on the National Book Festival. The children’s brochure has been printed. Cory Grimminck, Mary Murphy, Steven Flayer, and Christine Byron will be attending. Karren has gathered the majority of the materials and will ship them to the National Book Festival within the next few weeks. 

Karren reported this idea would be shelved for now.

The Marguerite D’Angeli Literary Landmark celebration will be August 22 as part of the Lapeer Days festival. Karren will be attending the event.

A draft of the adult Summer Reading Program (SRP) bookmark information is in the Board packet. Comments about the bookmarks can be emailed to Karren. There are six themes. The Board decided to use Michigan’s People, Places & Stories as the slogan on the front of the bookmark. SRP manuals are paid for with federal funds. Karren asked Board members to encourage their youth and teen librarians to respond to the SRP statistics request in the fall.

The Kerrytown BookFest is Saturday, September 12. The application to reserve a booth at the Kerrytown BookFest has been submitted. The Library of Michigan and the Michigan Center for the Book are planning to have a joint table.

Sheryl gave an update on the Michigan Reads! program. The book this year is The Runaway Garden by Jeffrey Schatzer. Sheryl read The Runaway Garden to the Board. Information about the author tour locations will be available soon. There will be twelve locations. Although they will no longer be involved with the design and printing of the material, Target still remains a major sponsor of the program. SRP kits should be mailed to schools around the end of August. 

The focus of the East Lansing Folk Festival has changed this year toward environmental issues but there will still be an area where we can promote the Michigan Reads! program. The Folk Festival will be held in mid-August. 

Discussion was held on Park and Read sponsorship.  A suggestion was made to include a line item in next years MCFB budget to help fund this program. Further discussion was held on how MCFB can assist with getting the word out about Park and Read. A suggestion was made to send the pass as a PDF to the Michlib and Cooperative Directors listservs so libraries can photocopy it and pass it on. Karren will call Maia Stephens to see if the DNRE will be doing Park and Read next year.

Board members provided updates on their previous, current, and upcoming activities.

The Resources and Projects committee meeting will be held during the MLA annual conference. Board members not already on the committee are welcome to join the meeting as an impromptu member. Time and location to be determined.

Pam noted that Northern Michigan University faculty member John Smolens will be at the Kerrytown BookFest and will be in Ann Arbor for about one week, and is willing to do author visits. Karren will get more information from Pam and will email it to the MCFB listserv.

The next meeting date for the Michigan Center for the Book Board is Friday, November 5, 2010. The meeting will run from 10:00 a.m. to noon and will be held in the 5th floor Board Room of the Michigan Library and Historical Center.

The meeting adjourned at 12:11 p.m.
