Title: Goldilocks and the Three Bears

Step 1 – Desired Results

Essential Questions:
· How can you tell the difference between objects that may look the same?
· In what ways can you describe objects that are different?
· What words can we use to describe the objects?
Students will be able to…
· Observe physical attributes between two objects to compare length. 
· Predict and verbally express comparisons using words such as long, longer, longest; short, shorter, shortest; tall, taller, tallest; and small, smaller, smallest.
· Critically analyze the similarities and differences among objects.

Step 2 – Assessment Evidence
Performance Task
What will students do to show what they have learned?
Using the Size Shuffle task from IllustrativeMathematics, students will demonstrate understanding and practice of comparison language. Teachers will be able to listen to the mathematical language being used by each student as well as visualize pairs of students (one taller and one shorter) who understand the task.  In addition, students may construct viable arguments if they feel they’re taller or shorter than their partner.
Other Evidence
How do you know that students have met the criteria?
Student centers will be set up in the following manner:
· Center 1 – two objects with different weighs (rock and pebble; 1 paper clip and 10 paperclips, etc.)
· Center 2 – two objects with different lengths (unsharpened pencil and pen; ruler and a yardstick, etc.)
· Center 3 – two objects where students must identify which has more or less than the other (sand in jars; coins; counters on a mat, etc.)
· Center 4 – matching/gluing the appropriate size bowls, beds, and chairs to the appropriate bear (see attached).
Step 3 – Learning Plan
Learning Activities and Resources
Teacher either reads aloud the book, Goldilocks and the Three Bears, or students may listen to the book online.
Teacher engages students in some whole group discussion related to the storyline.
Teacher asks:  How do you know when something is bigger or smaller than another object?
