Failure to do so may result in the loss of reimbursement.  Provide a copy of this memorandum in its entirety to all staff who determine eligibility.

This information is now included on the Child Enrollment form, located on the CACFP website at www.michigan.gov/cacfp under Forms and Instructions.  To minimize paperwork, the Child Enrollment Form may be printed on the back of the IES.
