Trainings have been scheduled for all participants of the Child and Adult Care Food Program (CACFP) for Fiscal Year (FY) 2012.  Based upon prior participant evaluations, trainings for FY 2012 have been split into specific topic areas so participants can receive the maximum benefit from each training.
