MODEL POLICY FOR 24/7 TOBACCO-FREE SCHOOLS

STATEMENT OF POLICY
To protect and enhance indoor air quality and contribute to the health and well-being of all students, employees, and visitors, Effective (insert date), __________________ School District shall be entirely tobacco free at all times.

Use of tobacco products is strictly prohibited 24 hours a day, 7 days a week within any building or vehicle that is owned, leased, or operated by the school district.  Use of tobacco products also also is prohibited at all school-sponsored events, including all sporting events, and on any real property owned, leased or operated by the school district.  Tobacco use is also prohibited at all school-sponsored events that are held off campus.   This policy applies to all employees, contractors, students and visitors on the premises of the school district.

Copies of this policy shall be distributed to all employees and communicated to other affected parties on a periodic basis.  Prominent signs communicating this policy will be posted at all entrances and throughout school district buildings and grounds.

ENFORCEMENT OF POLICY
The success of this policy will depend upon the thoughtfulness, consideration and cooperation of tobacco users and non users.  All employees and other affected parties share in the responsibility for adhering to and enforcing the policy.

COMPLAINTS

Persons observing a violation of this policy should bring it to the attention of the school principal, the principal’s designee, school district health and safety personnel or one of its members, or the superintendent.

INVESTIGATIONS

School officials or the health and safety personnel receiving a complaint will investigate and take action to resolve the issue as soon as possible.

VIOLATORS

Employees and students found to have violated this policy will be subject to disciplinary action(s) in the same manner and magnitude as violations of other school policies.  Visitors found to have violated this policy will be informed of the policy and requested to comply.  If compliance is not achieved, visitors may be escorted from the premises.
