· Food service management company staff may not review – only SFA employees may conduct the reviews.

	60 Day Deadline for Claim Submission and Late Claim Exceptions

	· Reminds SFAs that claims for reimbursement are required for NSLP, SBP, Special Milk Program, Afterschool Snack Program within 60 days of the last day of the month. 
· A list of deadlines for each month is provided, as is guidance for late claims.
· A reminder: Do not combine claim months in a claim (e.g., don’t combine May and June when entering a claim in June).

· Have at least 10% error rate on eligibility determinations for income-based applications, as found in an Administrative Review
· Other criteria, as determined by MDE School Nutrition Programs (TBD)
· SFAs required to do this will be notified by MDE School Nutrition Programs soon.
