How Saginaw Valley State University Literacy Center Explains Their Tutoring Program, in Their Own 
Words:  
The MDE has not edited this description.  
 
The Literacy Center provides meaningful, high-quality instruction for low-achieving/at-risk readers which aids 
in the development and improvement of reading skills and strategies. The tutors, Reading Specialists, are 
pursuing/have their Master's Degree in Reading. All instruction starts with a research-based assessment (The 
BAS) that provides the tutor with important diagnostic information in the areas of decoding, vocabulary, 
fluency, and comprehension. This data is then used to construct each student's learning goals and subsequent 
lesson plans that focus on their specific areas of need. These plans are taught in 50-minute tutoring sessions, 
which take place once a week in small group settings (3:1), where our tutors are continuously assessing student 
performance to be sure they are teaching students at their highest instructional reading level so they are 
appropriately challenged throughout the tutoring sessions. A post-assessment is administered to document 
growth and plan for future instruction.
