Core MMC Changes
· Algebra II credit: Additional option of a formal CTE program that covers Alg II assessed benchmarks on the MME.
· 2nd credit Chemistry or Physics: Additional option with Anatomy, Agricultural Science, or a course that covers assessed benchmarks for either physics or chemistry assessed benchmarks on the MME.  
· 3rd Science credit: Additional options of a formal CTE program (regardless of content) or 1 credit of Computer Science. 
· ½ Physical Education Credit: Additional option to count extracurricular or related physical activity.
· Foreign Language: Additional options: Fulfill 2 credits of grade-appropriate language instruction grades K-12; for 2015-2020 graduates only, 1 credit of formal CTE program or 1 credit VPAA. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]According to the recent Michigan Merit High School Graduation Requirements FAQ document, 2015 graduates are exempt from the two credit requirement

Personal Curriculum Changes
· Parent/student (18 yrs or older or emancipated) request for a PC regardless of whether requested is allowable under Michigan law. The school superintendent or designee has right to reject the PC once written.
· Three simplifications to the process:  One school representative involved (teacher, counselor, or designee); No longer requirement for in-person meeting to develop PC; No longer requirement for quarterly progress meetings.
· Additional modifications to MMC:
Algebra II credit: Three options—1 credit Technical Math  or 1 Semester of Statistics, Functions and Data Analysis or any course that that covers Alg II assessed benchmarks on the MME.
1 credit Social Studies, 1 credit Phys Ed, 1 credit Visual, Performing or Applied Arts: Substitute 1 credit formal approved CTE program—regardless of content.
· No limitations on number of PCs
Public Notification 
· Schools must notify parents and students (communication sent to home) annually of entitlement to pursue PC
· Schools must inform/notify students of option to take CTE during education development plan (EDP) development process.
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
