	The Title III program is designed to assure that children and youth who are limited English proficient develop high levels of academic attainment in English, and meet the same challenging state academic standards that all children are expected to meet.  Funds are directed to build capacity in order to establish, implement, and sustain language instruction and development programs, promote parental and community involvement, and hold SEAs, LEAs, and schools accountable for increases in English proficiency and core academic content knowledge of limited English proficient children.

Title III also provides immigrant students with high quality instruction to meet challenging State standards, and assists the transition of immigrant children and youth into American society.
