


Specialty Area-Specific Assurances:
World Languages
The following assurances are based on program requirements established by the Michigan Standards for Preparation of Teachers of World Languages, adopted by the State Board of Education on November 10, 2015.
The Educator Preparation Provider (EPP) assures and certifies that:
[bookmark: Check2]|_|	It will conduct ongoing assessment of candidates’ oral proficiency, including terminal proficiency at the appropriate level noted in Standard 1 on ACTFL’s Oral Proficiency Interview no later than September 1, 2017 regardless of grade level authorization sought or major/minor program status.
|_|	It will require all candidates for endorsement in world languages to complete a methods course dealing specifically with the teaching of world languages to the appropriate age group (elementary, secondary or K-12) for which the endorsment is sought.
|_|	It will provide field experiences prior to and inclusive of student teaching in world language classrooms, supervised by a qualified world language educator, for all candidates seeking endorsement in world languages.
|_|	It will provide candidates seeking K-12 endorsement in world languages with preparation in child growth and development, instructional methods coursework, and structured field experiences (inclusive of student teaching) at three levels: elementary, middle school, and high school.
|_|	It will accurately inform candidates of the classroom contexts and grade levels in which their specific world language endorsement prepares and authorizes them to teach.
|_|	It will annually evaluate the efficacy of each world language teacher preparation program during its period of initial approval based on candidate performance on subareas of the appropriate Michigan Test for Teacher Certification (MTTC) and the Oral Proficiency Interview (OPI), and report any program changes initiated by such evaluation to the Office of Profesional Preparation Services.
[bookmark: _GoBack]|_|	It will formally request full approval of each world language teacher preparation program after a four year initial approval period, utilizing data from the MTTC, OPI and any other relevant locally developed assessments to demonstrate the EPP’s case for effective preparation.
The EPP shall be in compliance with these assurances in the administration and provision of the program activities described in the application.
