Michigan's Bilingual Educator of the Year, and has served on several educational panels; and 

WHEREAS, Yvonne began her teaching career in Lansing in 1974, and for the next 30 years was a 
teacher at the elementary, junior, and senior high school levels, director of migrant and bilingual programs, high 
school assistant principal, founder and principal of an elementary focus school, and a district director of 
curriculum and assessment where she designed and initiated core content area Pacing Guides and a quarterly 
assessment program; and 

WHEREAS, for three years Yvonne was on loan to the Michigan Department of Education serving as 
the coordinator of the Partnership for Success program where she developed an intensive technical assistance 
framework for high priority schools, and in December of 2003, Yvonne was selected as the Michigan 
Department of Education's Director of the Office of School Improvement, overseeing Title I, Reading First, the 
state's curriculum, public school academies, and several other programs to support Michigan's 400 high priority 
schools, and has presented at local, state, and national conferences; and 

WHEREAS, Yvonne Caamal Canul has notified the Michigan Department of Education and State 
Board of Education of her resignation from the Michigan Department of Education effective June 15, 2007,
