PROJECTS ELIGIBLE FOR NONSUBSTANTIVE REVIEW

CERTIFICATE OF NEED

In an effort to reduce paperwork and expedite Certificate of Need reviews, the Department has identified several categories of projects as eligible for nonsubstantive review. The categories are identified below describing some of the requirements for eligibility for this type of review (Rule 325.9205).  Eligibility of a specific project for review on a nonsubstantive basis will be determined by the Department based on information contained in the Letter of Intent and/or application documents (Rule 325.9206).

All projects, other than Category A, must fall below the covered capital expenditure threshold:  $3,180,000 for clinical service areas effective January 1, 2016 through December 31, 2016.  (The dollar threshold is reviewed every January 1st.)

	Add Host Site to an Existing Network/Route (Pursuant to MCL 333.22233, the Department has determined that initiation of a host site that does not require data commitments is nonsubstantive in nature and does not warrant substantive review.)

	Replace or Upgrade Covered Clinical Equipment or Initiate PET/CT Hybrid (CT only)

	Acquire or Relocate Existing Freestanding Covered Clinical Service 
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
