Container:  Polypropylene tube with skirted cap.

CSF (> 1mL) – must be accompanied with serum.



Urine (> 2mL) - must be accompanied with serum


Amniotic Fluid (>1 mL) - must be accompanied with serum
SPECIMEN REJECTION CRITERIA:
Non-serum specimens that are received without an accompanying serum
