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Special Pathogen Response Network Hospital Notification Algorithm 

Patient Arrival at Healthcare Facility 

Screen:   
1. Symptoms of Illness:  Isolate based on symptoms 
2. Travel History 
3. Exposure to Communicable or Infectious Disease 

IF NO 

Continue to Patient Care 

IF YES 

1. Continue isolation based on symptoms of illness 
2. Note potentially exposed staff and visitors 

Confirm findings (from screening) with hospital 
medical liaison (i.e. Infection Prevention, 
Infectious Disease Physician, etc.) 

Contact Local Health and/or State 
Health Department

Public Health Consultation with 
hospital to determine case status
