I-75 Z-Bridge lane closure to accommodate emergency responders

The southbound right lane is closed across the 1-75 Zilwaukee Bridge now through
November to accommodate emergency responders needing to cross the Saginaw River. In
addition, the southbound 1-75 ramp to M-13 and the Adams Street ramp to southbound I-75 will
be closed.

Background:

The Michigan Department of Transportation (MDOT) resumed reconstructing 4 miles of
I-75 on Saturday, April 12. This second year of construction will be on northbound lanes across
I-75 and the Zilwaukee Bridge with work scheduled to occur simultaneously. The overall project
investment is $70 million.
