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Appendix C: Activity Center Profiles

Appendix C provides a detailed profile and analysis for each Activity Center. Several sources were
employed to identify activity centers including MDQOT, the US Census and others. A synopsis of all
data and sources used are presented in the Activity Center Criteria and Data Table in this appendix.
The primary analytical tools used for the analysis included the TransCAD modeling program and
spread sheets. The analysis began with identifying various activity centers within Michigan and
adjacent Transportation Management Areas (TMA). Activity centers were identified on the basis of
urban areas/urban clusters, commercial activities, tourism activities, education/technology centers,
centers of life science facilities, correctional facilities, passenger facilities, freight facility, and
international border crossing centers. These criteria were measured by using various indicators,
ranging from population to annual cargo tonnage.
