The International Bridge Administration today announced that one-way traffic crossings of the
International Bridge at Sault Ste. Marie totaled 122,785 for the month of May 2016. This represents a
decrease of 13.0%, a difference of 18,356 crossings, as compared to May 2015.

An analysis of traffic statistics for the month reveals the following:
