
What is the Local Safety Initiative? 
The Michigan Department of Transportation’s (MDOT) Local Safety Initiative (LSI) is a 
free service to help local agencies identify safety issues and improve local road safety. 
Analysis is offered on a first-come, first-served basis.

Once a local agency is enrolled, MDOT will:
• Perform a complete crash analysis of your local road system using  

RoadSoft software, as well as other data review tools.
• Compile a list of intersections and roadway segments of concern  

based on this analysis. 
• Perform a field visit with a local agency representative.
• Perform an engineering study or other types of analysis, as needed. 
• Identify and suggest potential improvements and countermeasures,  

many of which will be low-cost. 
• Identify safety improvement projects that may be eligible for funding  

through Local Agency Programs.
• Perform follow-up reviews and before-and-after analysis.
