Intercity Bus & Passenger Rail Facilities Receive New Signage
The Michigan Department of Transportation (MDOT) has recently undertaken an effort to update and improve facility signage at intercity passenger facilities throughout the state.  Beginning with a newly constructed intercity passenger facility at St. Ignace, MDOT with the assistance of intercity passenger carriers and several local communities has initiated a facility sign program which provides intercity passengers with visible, informative and consistent facility signs along Michigan’s intercity passenger network.

New facility signs provide passengers with carrier information, as well as a sense of connectivity between the transportation modes during intercity passenger travels in Michigan. Facility signs have been installed in St Ignace, Benton Harbor, Bangor, Southfield and Cadillac.  A new rail/bus passenger facility under construction in Pontiac will also receive a new sign upon it’s completion during the summer of 2011.
Also, MDOT in partnership with Owosso based intercity bus carrier Indian Trails has began upgrading roadway directional signs (Pathfinder) for intercity bus facilities throughout the upper lower peninsula and the upper peninsula of Michigan. These signs should greatly assist intercity bus passengers in locating and traveling to their nearest intercity bus facility.  Funding for these projects was provided via state/federal funds.
