Rule 408(2) provides that imitation money or chips shall not be used for tipping. Michigan
Admin Code R 432.21408(2). Effective immediately, the letter issued by the Bureau of State
Lottery on July 6, 2011 is rescinded and the prohibition in Rule 408(2) on using chips or
imitation money for tipping will be enforced.
