Currently Certified List

Suzan Hensel shared the list of currently certified counties with committee members.  Only Gogebic County remained uncertified for 2000 disbursements.

Recertification Issues



(1)
911 Plan in Place

82 counties have a plan in place, some of which may already properly reference the FCC Order 94-102 and PA 32/29, as required.  These plans, with the proper references, would not require amending or revision.



(2)
911 Plan Amended or Revised

Members reviewed applicable statute which states . . . . Beginning 1 year after the effective date of this section, a county is not eligible to receive disbursements under subsection (1) (b) or (c) unless the county is in compliance with the wireless service order and this act.

Motion:
Paul Rogers moved, to be compliant with Michigan P.A. 78, a county must, at a minimum, prior to  May 1, 2001:

(1) Provide ETSC with documentation that a tentative 911 plan, whether new, amended, or revised, has been approved by that county’s board of commissioners.  It is acceptable, under this provision, that the final plan approval be pending, and:

(2) The tentative 911 plan or final 911 plan must incorporate a reference to FCC Docket 94-102, the wireless emergency service order. 

Motion seconded by Charles Nystrom.  Motion carried.



(3)
Formal Request for Phase 1 Wireless Service

Members reviewed the applicable order, which states:  The requirements set forth in paragraphs (d) and (e) of this section shall be applicable only if the administrator of the designated Public Safety Answering Point has requested the services required under those paragraphs and is capable of receiving and utilizing the data elements associated with the service.

Motion:
Paul Rogers moved in order to be compliant with the wireless emergency service order (94-102) a county must, prior to May 1, 2001:

(1) Make a written request for Phase 1 wireless 911 to the service providers for their county, and;

(2) Have a primary PSAP capable of receiving and utilizing the requested data elements within the required six month implementation time frame, and;

(3) Notify ETSC, in writing, of that request.

Motion seconded by Charles Nystrom.  Motion carried.

4. General Comments

Committee members expressed concern that the requirement for requesting Phase 1 service will exclude several counties from eligibility to receive 2001 funds.  After lengthy discussion, members asked that Chairperson Hensel discuss this with Lt. Col. Madden; obtain current information of the possible counties that will be affected and the amount of monies they collected for 2000;  additionally, whether monies from the $.03 fund can be available to these counties, so that they may continue their efforts to implement 911 and wireless 911 services.
