Request for Proposals

The Michigan Triad/Michigan Sheriff’s Association (MT/MSA) is pleased to request proposals for the 9th annual Seniors: Safe, Sound, and Secure mini-grant program.  Over the last 8 years, this program has helped fund over 80 elder abuse events throughout the state, providing critical elder abuse and exploitation education to tens of thousands of seniors and senior advocates.  

The purpose of the Seniors: Safe, Sound, and Secure mini-grant program is to provide assistance for costs associated with collaborative elder abuse awareness activities directed at older adult audiences.  The maximum award for any single event is $750; however, the grant awards typically average $500.  The grant award is not intended to be the sole financial support for the event.   

*All grant awards are dependent upon program fund availability and are subject to state budget cuts enacted prior to the planned event.    

All applications must be received by 5 p.m. Monday, April 9, 2007.  No postmarks will be accepted.  Grant award decisions are anticipated by April 20, 2007, with award letters to be sent shortly thereafter.  

Proposal/Grant Criteria 

· Purpose of the activity:  elder abuse prevention, identification, awareness or assistance.  This includes elder physical and emotional abuse or neglect as well as financial abuse, exploitation, consumer awareness, fraud prevention and victim assistance.  

· Date:  the activity must take place between May 1 and July 31, 2007. 

· Collaboration: the activity should at minimum include the participation of at least one law enforcement entity, one older adult serve or advocacy program and the local Triad program if in operation.  Additional collaboration is strongly encouraged.

· Geographic diversity:  grant recipients will represent different areas of the state.  Applicants are encouraged to partner with local and regional agencies to limit the number of applications from any one location.

· Target audience:  older adults.  Training events for law enforcement and elder abuse professionals may be considered but preference will be given to events aimed at educating older adults. 

· Budget:  the proposed budget should follow the attached budget guidelines (case-by-case exceptions may be allowed by MSA).  Furthermore, the budget should reflect that MT/MSA is not expected to be the sole support for the event.  

· Application:  all applications must be complete and received by Jennifer Smith Zande at MSA no later than 5 p.m. on April 9, 2007.   Applications may be submitted via mail or email.  Faxed applications will not be accepted.
