
YOUR County 
Public Safety Radio Communications Guidelines

Scope:

This public safety radio communications guideline manual shall apply to all radio users operating within the YOUR County radio communications system.  The YOUR County Central Dispatch Board will exercise supervisory control over all radio users and radio communication operations.  They shall ensure that proper radio discipline, courtesy and professionalism are maintained and that the radio users adhere to proper radio communication guidelines accordingly.  Any serious or repeated violations of these radio communications guidelines shall be reported to the appropriate level of supervision for corrective action as necessary.

Dispatching of Public Safety Agencies:

All primary public safety agency dispatching duties are handled by the YOUR County 911 Central Dispatch.  Secondary dispatching duties of public safety agencies falls upon the YOUR County Back-up PSAP in accordance with the communications polices set forth within the YOUR County Public Safety Emergency Radio Communications Plan.

Radio Transmission Guidelines:

Radio transmissions include all radio traffic between stations, units and/or personnel operating on the YOUR County UHF/VHF system or MPSCS 800MHz system.

1. All radio transmissions shall be courteous, professional and as brief as possible.  Use of clear text and common terminology is important for clear and concise radio communications.

2. Radio transmissions on all primary dispatching talk-groups/channels shall involve official public safety communications business only.

3. All non-emergency or prolonged radio transmissions shall be conducted on proprietary talk-groups or other designated talk-groups and tactical channels as determined by the user agency and YOUR County Central Dispatch board. These radio communications can continue for a period of time so long as the aforementioned talk-groups or channels are not being used as an assigned tactical or operational communications link during an actual emergency incident.

4. Any unnecessary, prolonged, unidentified radio communications or any use of profane, derogatory, degrading or disparaging language during radio operations is strictly prohibited.

5. Begin radio transmissions by identifying the unit or individual you want to contact, then identifying yourself and the talk-group or channel that you are operating on.

6. When calling another party on the radio, please refrain from using personal names; use their personal call sign or unit name/identification whenever possible.

7. Do not interrupt ongoing radio conversations unless you have emergency traffic.  Listen before transmitting and wait until a message transaction has been completed before initiating radio communications.

8. Prioritize your messages.  Do not use up valuable airtime with unimportant messages and insignificant details. Let critical messages go first. Maintain an awareness of the overall situation and your role in it.

9. Pause between consecutive messages. This will make it clear when one message is complete and another has started.  It will also give other units a chance to get on the air with important messages as needed.

10. During radio communications, any user that sends out a message with an EMERGENCY or PRIORITY emphasis shall be granted use of that talk-group or channel for communications until it is clear that the situation has stabilized.  All other radio traffic shall yield unless they can directly assist in a positive way.  It shall also be important that an announcement to restart normal radio traffic is completed to all users involved once the emergent situation has cleared.

11. It shall also be important that all radio communications plans are coordinated and clearly defined within the Unified Command or Incident Command System used by all agencies operating at an emergency incident.

Radio Programming & Template Design:

1. Shared Channels / Talk-groups

· Shared channels refer to common frequencies or channels that have been established and are programmed into radios to provide interoperable communications among agencies.  Specific shared interoperable communications channels available within YOUR County are outlined in the 800MHz, UHF/UHF/VHF and Tactical Communications sections of this plan.

2. UHF/VHF System

· All operating radio towers within the YOUR County UHF/VHF System shall be programmed and maintained to follow all applicable FCC Licensing rules and guidelines set forth by the YOUR County Board/Authority Having Jurisdiction as the owners of the system.

· [bookmark: _GoBack]All current users of the YOUR County UHF/VHF System under agreement can program their UHF/VHF radio equipment per their agency policy, so long as it does not violate any FCC licensing rules or current standing shared programming authorizations between user agencies.
    
· Any unauthorized radio users shall not program their UHF/VHF radios with FCC licensed frequencies from the YOUR County 911 UHF/VHF System until an agreement has been made between them and the YOUR County Central Dispatch Board accordingly.  Failure to comply with the radio programming rules could possibly result in criminal prosecution as punishable by law.

· Assistance and questions regarding the proper programming of radio equipment for use on the YOUR County 911 UHF/VHF System shall be provided by the YOUR County Communications Coordinator as directed by the YOUR County Board / Authority Having Jurisdiction.

3. MPSCS 800MHz System

· All user agencies of the MPSCS 800MHz Radio System within YOUR County shall abide by the rules set forth for radio programming and template design within the signed written agreement between the each user agency and the YOUR County Board / Authority Having Jurisdiction respectively.

· Under the agreement, all initialization of new radios into the system and radio template programming orders will be coordinated through a cooperative effort between the user agency, YOUR County Communications Coordinator, and the state (RPU) Radio Programming Unit respectively.

· The sharing of proprietary 800MHz talk groups between agencies can only be given to other agencies not currently under an acting written agreement, without the direct written consent of the YOUR County Board / Authority Having Jurisdiction.

· Assistance and questions regarding the proper programming of radio equipment for use on the MPSCS 800MHz System shall be provided by the YOUR County 911 Coordinator as directed by the YOUR County Board / Authority Having Jurisdiction.








































YOUR County 911 800 MHz Talk-groups
Usage and Guidelines 

XXP911	This talk-group will be the primary talk-group for Law Enforcement Agencies in YOUR County.  Law enforcement “Call for Service” will be conducted on this talk-group unless routed to another channel in an emergency situation.  This talk-group is monitored by Dispatch 24/7.

XXFE911	This talk-group will be the primary talk-group for Fire and EMS agencies in YOUR County.  Communication between Fire Services / EMS Services and the Dispatch Center will be conducted on this talk-group unless routed to another channel in an emergency situation.  This talk-group is monitored by Dispatch 24/7.

XXLEIN 	This is a secondary Law Enforcement talk-group.  During high radio use and/or special events operations, LEIN traffic will be run on this channel.  
			This talk-group is monitored by Dispatch 24/7.

XXCOM	This talk-group shall be used as the primary talk-group for support agencies within the County (i.e. US Coast Guard, YOUR Bridge Authority, and Road Commission).   Fire/EMS/Law Enforcement can initiate radio contact with support agencies on this talk-group as needed.  Support agencies should initiate contact with Fire/EMS/Law Enforcement on their primary talk-groups if capable or by contacting dispatch on STATW8 (Varies by Region) when needed. This talk-group is also common to all radios and agencies with in YOUR County for interoperability of communications.  This talk-group is monitored by Dispatch 24/7.
 
XXEMS	This is a common talk-group available to all EMS agencies within YOUR County and can be used as an alternate or special event talk-group during an incident involving multiple EMS agencies.  It is also commonly used for patient updates between first responders to an ambulance, or ambulance to intercept unit communications.
			This talk-group is not monitored by dispatch.

XXEMER	This is a common talk-group available to all agencies and can be used as an alternate or special event talk-group during an incident involving multiple agencies there. This talk-group is not monitored by dispatch.

XXHOSP	This is the home talk-group for YOUR Hospital and is available to all agencies within YOUR County.  This talk-group is not monitored by Dispatch, but is digitally recorded at the hospital following State MEDCOM requirements.

XXLAW	This talk-group is available to all Law Enforcement agencies within the County and will be used as an alternate talk-group to communicate within and between different Law Enforcement agencies. This talk-group is not monitored by Dispatch.

STATW8	This talk-group is to be used when a units leave the YOUR County area or by support agencies to contact dispatch.  This talk-group allows communication from unit to dispatch and/or car to car anywhere within the state.  It is also commonly used as a talk-group for communications between different UP Dispatch centers. 
			This talk-group is monitored by Dispatch 24/7.

XXSPEV1 
XXSPEV2	These talk-groups are available to all agencies within the County and will be employed during multi-agency incidents and/or special events in and around YOUR County where the use of an interoperable radio talk-group will last for an extended period of time.  These talk-groups are only monitored by Dispatch when assigned to an incident by an Incident Commander.



XXSPEV3	This talk-group is available only to law enforcement agencies within the County and will be employed during multi-agency incidents and/or special events involving law enforcement only in and around YOUR County where the use of an interoperable talk-group will last for an extended period of time.  This talk-group cannot be accessed by Fire and EMS agencies, and is only monitored by Dispatch when assigned to an incident by an Incident Commander.

XXDRUG	This talk-group is designated for use by drug teams operating within our area.  It is also used as a coordination talk-group between local law enforcement agencies and drug enforcement teams as needed. XXDRUG can also be used for alternate radio communications between different law agencies when it is not being utilized for its primary purpose.

XXEOCS	This talk-group is designated for all YOUR County EOC Staff.  It is used as a means of communication between the EOC Staff and the Emergency Management Coordinator during EOC activations.  

AIRLZ1
AIRLZ2	These talk-groups are available to all agencies within the County and will be employed during Air Operations and/or special events with Air Operations. Also used where the use of an interoperable radio talk-group will last for an extended period of time between ground units and air units.




























Proprietary/Secondary Talk-groups
		These talk-groups are assigned to individual agencies as proprietary talk-groups for their use as determined by standard operating procedures or agency supervisor.  The Dispatch Center does not have the ability to transmit, receive, monitor, or record on these frequencies.

These special event talk-groups are available statewide to all users for interoperability between units during multi-agency or multi-jurisdictional emergency incidents.  Activation must be requested via dispatch during incidents by a commanding officer.  Activation time usually takes about two minutes.  Non-emergency activation for training drills or special community events should be requested through the YOUR County Communications Coordinator Office at least two weeks prior to the event.  Note not all models of radios will have the capability to use these talk-groups.  Please check with your agency supervisor or the YOUR County Communications Coordinator to understand the capabilities of your specific model of radio.

Zone I – (Event 31 – 45) Special Event Talk-groups
These special event talk-groups are available statewide to Law Enforcement agency users for interoperability between Law Enforcement units during multi-agency or multi-jurisdictional emergency incidents.  Activation must be requested via dispatch during incidents by a commanding officer.  Activation time usually takes about two minutes.  Non-emergency activation for training drills or special community events should be requested through the YOUR County Communications Coordinators Office at least two weeks prior to the event.  Note not all models of radios will have the capability to use these talk-groups.  Please check with your agency supervisor or the YOUR County Communications Coordinator to understand the capabilities of your specific model of radio.










Zone J – (Event 47 – 62) Special Event Talk-groups
These special event talk-groups are available statewide to all users for interoperability between units during multi-agency or multi-jurisdictional emergency incidents.  Activation must be requested via dispatch during incidents by a commanding officer.  Activation time usually takes about two minutes.  Non-emergency activation for training drills or special community events should be requested through the YOUR County Communications Coordinator Office at least two weeks prior to the event.  Note not all models of radios will have the capability to use these talk-groups.  Please check with your agency supervisor or the YOUR County Communications Coordinator to understand the capabilities of your specific model of radio.

		This channel will be the primary paging frequency for ABC Twp. Fire Department and ABC Twp. EMS.  Secondary dispatch communications between ABC Twp. Fire Department or ABC Twp. EMS and the Dispatch Center will be conducted on this channel as needed or used as a primary means of communication in the event of a shutdown to the 800MHz system.    This UHF/VHF channel is monitored by Dispatch 24/7.

YOUR Vacation Island 155.2222 MHz Repeater Tower (XXVI)

		This channel will be the primary paging frequency for the YOUR Island Fire Department and YOUR Island Allied EMS.  Secondary dispatch communications between Island Fire Department / Island EMS / Island Police and the Dispatch Center will be conducted on this channel as needed, or used as a primary means of communication in the event of a shutdown to the 800MHz system.    This UHF/VHF channel is monitored by Dispatch 24/7.
