The Public Housing Authority’s (PHA) Role
· Determine Tenant Income Eligibility
· For existing residents – 80% of Area Median Income (AMI).
· At unit turnover – the PHA’s income targeting requirements apply.
· Determine that units meet Housing Quality Standards (HQS)

· Inspect all units to ensure they meet HQS prior to execution of the HAP contract.
· Determine if development is an existing or rehabilitation project

· If existing – execute a Housing Assistance Payment (HAP) contract for the units eligible to convert.
· NOTE:  Environmental Review is required prior to execution of the HAP contract (24CFR 983.58).
· If rehabilitation – execute an Agreement to Enter into a Housing Assistance Payment (AHAP) Contract for units eligible to convert.
· NOTE:  Subsidy Layering Review approval (24CFR 983.55) and Environmental Review (24CFR 983.58) are required prior to execution of AHAP contract.
·  Determine supportive service requirement – 50% cap on project-basing
· If the owner is proposing to project-base more than 50% of the units the residents must be qualifying families (elderly, disabled or families receiving supportive services).
· For families receiving supportive services, the owner must submit a supportive service plan to the PHA for review prior to execution of the AHAP or HAP.
· The PHA must monitor the family’s continued receipt of supportive services on an annual basis.
· Determine initial rents 
· Prior to execution of the HAP contract, rents will be established in accordance with 24CFR 983.301 
· Redetermination of rents at anniversary in accordance with 24CFR 983.302.
· Project-Based Voucher program administration in accordance with 24CFR Part 983.
