Update on Request for Concept Papers

Background:

Submissions for the Affordable Assisted Living Demonstration Initiative Request for Concept Papers (RCP) dated August 4, 2006, were due October 13, 2006, and since that time, the Michigan State Housing Development Authority (MSHDA), the Department of Community Health (DCH), the Department of Human Services (DHS), and the Office of Services to the Aging (OSA) have received a range of questions regarding proposals submitted as well as requests for an estimated timeline for the selection and implementation process.

Although the RCP gave an initial due date of September 29, 2006 for proposals, this due date was changed to October 13, 2006 in response to the volume of questions received and the amount of time it took to gather and share the information with interested parties.  Despite the submission deadline change, many respondents assumed the announcement date of six weeks or November 13, 2006, published in the RCP would remain.  However, due to an extended submission deadline and inter-departmental scheduling logistics as well as the approaching holiday season, the timeline for processing proposals has in fact changed.

Activities & Timeline:

The partner agencies and departments are in the process of conducting a preliminary review to determine those applications that have met the minimum threshold criteria, described in the RCP.  Those proposals that meet the minimum threshold criteria will then be scored according to the selection criteria as set forth in the RCP. 

MSHDA, DCH, DHS, and OSA anticipate that letters will go out on or about November 22, 2006 to each applicant indicating whether their proposal met Minimum Threshold Criteria and is therefore eligible for scoring.  Scoring reviews will take place during November and December 2006.

Beginning in late December 2006 and continuing throughout January 2007, MSHDA, DCH, OSA, and DHS will work closely to craft a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) regarding provision of services and the responsibilities of each of the partner agencies and departments.  Based upon this activity timeline, we now anticipate that selected proposals will not be announced until sometime in January 2007.  MSHDA, DCH, OSA and DHS will strive to keep applicants and other interested parties apprised of progress and any unanticipated changes in the AAL timeline.
