C.  APPROVAL OF OCTOBER 27, 2010 MINUTES

Mr. Ackley made a MOTION to approve the minutes of October 27, 2010, Mr. Martin supported. The MOTION carries.

D.  OLD BUSINESS

1. APCO Conference Training Hours  

Ms. Saucedo explained that during the recent submission of application packets, she is noticing that large amounts of money are being noted on the DTS-510 form for telecommunicators to attend the APCO conference held in September 2010. Members present discussed the current training conference policy, which is, the DTS monies can be spent on hours of approved training time and reasonable/necessary expenses such as travel.  In some cases, centers will need to consult their local travel policy and any contractual documents.  Following extensive discussion, it was decided the current conference policy will remain in effect.  
Ms. Saucedo will contact those PSAPs who noted large amounts of money spent on this conference to explain the decision and also to ask them to correct their expenses for the 2010 APCO Conference. 
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E. NEW BUSINESS

1.  PSAP Consolidation Files (regarding Dispatcher Training Funds)

Ms. Saucedo briefly discussed PSAPs who consolidated or formed new centers in 2011, the number of  FTE’s that were included on the new center’s or existing center’s DTS-101W, and the amount of monies that need to be returned to the Dispatcher Training Fund.
Members discussed MSP Detroit Metro – are they a Primary PSAP? They take overflow calls, but are not included in the Wayne County 9-1-1 Plan.  The guidelines stipulate they have to be a Primary PSAP and be included within a county’s 9-1-1 plan in order to receive training funds.  Mr. VanOosterhout suggested that MSP-Gaylord is the same.  They are located within Otsego County, take the overflow calls, and are not included in the Otsego County 9-1-1 Plan.   
Mr. Todd made a MOTION to accept the list of FTE’s as presented, Chief Trinka supported.  Members reviewed the Dispatcher Training Application files this morning before this meeting. Upon review, they denied MSP-Detroit Metro and MSP-Gaylord until they can prove they are both Primary PSAPs.  
In addition to MSP-Detroit Metro and MSP-Gaylord, the following counties have been denied funds for 2011 as noted:

Funds to be Returned
Gratiot County, Grosse Pointe City, Otsego County, and Pontiac PD were denied by the subcommittee members because of unused funds and will be invoiced to return their 2006 training funds  

No Spend Down

Alcona County, Birmingham PD, Clinton Twp PD, Fraser PD,  Livonia PD, Madison Heights PD, Milan PD, Northville PD, Plymouth CCC,  Portage City PD, Taylor PD, Utica PD, Wayne PD, Warren, Washtenaw PD, and Westland PD were denied by the subcommittee members because of no spend down.
Miscellaneous
Harper Woods denied to non-submittal of their DTS-510 and 101W files.

City of Riverview denied to their employee qualifying hours being less than 1,040

Grosse Pointe Shores DPS denied to late submittal of late DTS-101 signature page.

South Haven PD denied as it did not submit the paperwork electronically as prescribed in the instructions, although they did submit all of the required paperwork.  Ms. Saucedo will send an e-mail reminder to representatives at South Haven PD reminding them of this requirement. Mr. Fyvie suggested that Ms. Saucedo request an electronic version one more time to meet the application process. If they do not respond, they will be denied monies this year.  

Mr. Todd amended his original MOTION to include South Haven PD FTE, Chief Trinka supported.  The MOTION carries.  

Mr. Todd made a MOTION to approve the final count of FTE’s as presented, Chief Trinka supported. The MOTION carries. 

2.  Mid-Year FTE Count

It was requested that Ms. Saucedo inquire to the subcommittee members what they thought of having a mid-year FTE count.  Instead of submitting the entire application package, the PSAPs would submit one form in advance of the 2nd distribution that would indicate whether additional staff were hired.  If so, their FTE count would be adjusted and ultimately their 2nd distribution would be adjusted.  This would also work if they had less staff than initially noted.  The subcommittee turned down the idea.
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3.  Issues regarding 2011 Files

Ms. Saucedo discussed this earlier – this pertained to the consolidations that occurred since the last application process.

F.  PUBLIC COMMENT

Mr. Ackley suggested the next meeting be moved to Clinton County because of the lack of parking in downtown Lansing.  Janet will look into available parking for the next meeting.

Mr. VanOosterhout announced that he is resigning from this subcommittee effective after today’s meeting.  He will forward a formal letter to the State 9-1-1 Office indicating this action. 
G.  NEXT MEETING

The next meeting will be held on Thursday, March 10, 2011, in Lansing, Michigan.  This will be the Dispatcher Training Application appeals meeting, if necessary.   Mr. Goldberger announced that he is not available to attend this meeting.

H.  ADJOURN 

Mr. Goldberger made a MOTION to adjourn, Mr. Todd supported.  The MOTION carries. The meeting was adjourned at 1:15 p.m.
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
