1. Update on Spring Technology Forum

RFP Standards for IP 9-1-1


The Kimball report includes general technical requirements for an IP based 9-1-1 network.       Ms. Harriet Miller-Brown asked if the subcommittee members should begin looking at technical aspects that the subcommittee would expect to see included in an RFP (Request for Proposal) such as security and policy routing functions.  The Legislative Action Subcommittee is working on the operational side and looking at the regulatory and statutory requirements.


Is this an RFP for network or CPE?  Mr. Hunt noted that an RFP for NG 9-1-1 could potentially be all inclusive and there are more elements to a Next Gen system than just network.  If network is defined as an IP backboned network (the physical infrastructure), all Next Gen signaling would be one element, PSAP CPE another element, and in the middle all the functional elements that are going to make the Next Gen functions a reality and are things that will need to be considered for any Next Gen RFP.

Mr. Hunt noted that any document this group puts forward will be a major undertaking.  Do we need to put together a model RFP or a check list that identifies the various parts that need to be considered in any RFP that anyone chooses to become involved in?  The scope of what this group can do needs to be discussed and agreed upon.  Do we want to include some samples of various RFPs that have been issued around the country or a comprehensive checklist or road map to provide the frame work?  Possible samples include California and Tennessee.

A MOTION was made by Mr. John Hunt to organize a work group at the next Emerging Technology Subcommittee meeting to take a look at the Kimball document, review two or three existing RFPs from around the county, and make a recommendation of what approach should be taken for Michigan to assist PSAPs in this endeavor.  The MOTION was supported by Ms. Pat Coates and carried.
