MINUTES





APPROVAL OF JUNE 18, 1998, MINUTES

UPDATES





A.	REPORT OF THE CHAIR





1.	Committee Membership





Public Act 22 of 1998 added a representative of the Michigan Professional Firefighters Union, a representative of the Michigan Communications Directors Association (MCDA), and a representative of the wireless industry to the ETSC.  Mr. Paul Hufnagel, President of the Michigan Professional Firefighters Union, will serve as their representative.  Mr. Paul Rogers, President of the MCDA, will serve as their representative.  The wireless representative to the committee will be appointed by Governor Engler.  A letter containing recommendations supported by the industry has been sent to the Executive Office for consideration.





Chief Stephen Ahles of the Southgate Fire Department has been appointed to replaced Chief Douglas Schweitzer as the Michigan Fire Chiefs Association representative.  





Lt. Colonel Bolger welcomed these new members to the committee.





2.	Status of Call Management Efforts





Members of the Call Management Subcommittee are waiting for information from NENA and APCO before proceeding with their charge.  Lt. Colonel Bolger has been approached by county officials expressing concern about call management issues in Michigan.  Lt. Colonel Bolger advised these individuals that the ETSC will be establishing statewide call management guidelines and assured them the Michigan State Police will abide by these guidelines.





3.	9-1-1 Millage Votes in Michigan





Attendees were provided with a summary of 9-1-1 millage results from the August elections held around the state.





4.	NENA Survey





The National Emergency Number Association (NENA) recently asked PSAP managers in Michigan to complete a survey regarding the progress of Phase I of the FCC wireless emergency service order.  Mr. Christine Russell from Oakland County forwarded a copy of this survey request to Lt. Colonel Bolger.  Lt. Colonel Bolger, in his role as chair of the ETSC, responded to the survey with information on the actions Michigan is taking at the state level in this regard.  A copy of his letter was provided to attendees.





5.	MCDA Survey





Mr. Paul Rogers, President of the Michigan Communications Directors Association, asked all PSAP directors to respond to a cellular 9-1-1 survey.  To date, 26 PSAPs have responded.  Mr. Rogers provided a summary of the information obtained.  Those PSAPs which have not responded are asked to do so at their earliest convenience.  The information obtained will be vital to the committee’s efforts in pursuing passage of the wireless E9-1-1 legislation.








B.	LEGISLATIVE ACTION SUBCOMMITTEE REPORT





The Legislative Action Subcommittee met on Tuesday, August 18, to discuss development of an action plan for pursuing passage of the wireless E-9-1-1 legislation.  This action plan was discussed under Action Items on this agenda.





The legislature is scheduled to return September 15 for two or three weeks, after which they will adjourn until after the November election.  If the legislative package does not pass this session, we will have to begin the process again with the newly elected legislature.

It appears that civil liability continues to be an issue.  There are some who have expressed opposition to giving limited liability to the wireless industry.  The position of the wireless industry is that they are providing a public service, with private and public safety working hand in hand.  Without limited liability, this service will be too costly for the industry to provide.  The current language in Section 604 (1) has been in existence since the Act was originally drafted in 1986 and the proposed amendment provides only clarifying language.








ACTION





ISSUE -- Develop Action Plan for Implementation of Wireless E9-1-1 in Michigan





The Legislative Action Subcommittee drafted an action plan of steps to be taken to pursue passage of House Bill 5653 and Senate Bills 1009 and 1010.  A copy of the plan is attached as an addendum to these meeting minutes.  Committee members reviewed this plan and offered no suggested changes.





It is imperative that contacts be made and letters be written to the members of the House Public Utilities and Judiciary committees offering support for this legislation.  Copies of these letters should be sent to Lt. Colonel Bolger who will include them in an informational packet to be prepared for members of the Legislature.
